path.  Please limit your essay to one typed page.  Verify your statement with your signature. 

3. A signed high school transcript from your school’s registrar that includes your accumulative grade point 

average through the first semester of your senior year 

4. A photocopy of the acceptance letter from your chosen university / college 

5. Letters of recommendation can be included but are optional 

All applicants will be notified of the committee’s decision prior to graduation.
